A Summary of Actions of the Randolph Field ISD Board of Trustees

Meeting of Maarch 23, 2006
Holland Named New Board President
Sharon Holland has been elected the new president of the Randolph Field ISD’s Board of Trustees, and Paul Machen has been selected to serve as the new vice president.  Elected to serve as secretary was Gene Quintanilla.  The new officers will serve in their position until May, 2006 at which time elections for two-year terms will be held.
TAKS Reading Scores Reviewed
Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) reading scores for third and fifth grade students were reviewed by Board members.  Seventy seven third grade students were tested and 72 passed (94%).  Five students will retake the reading test in April and will receive intensive reading support prior to the test date.  In fifth grade 76 students were tested with 71 passing (93%).  Five students will retake the reading test and have been receiving support training.  Randolph Elementary had 40 third graders and 18 fifth graders receiving the “Commended” designation on the TAKS test for having missed two or fewer questions out of 36 on the third grade level and three or fewer questions out of 42 for the fifth graders.  
On April 4 fifth grade students will take the TAKS mathematics test.

Legal Review of Policy Changes Sought

Trustees voted to seek legal review of changes made to five district policies prior to implementing the changes.  One involves the district transfer policy that says that kindergarten through fifth grade students whose parents are no longer active duty military may complete the current school year, while students in grades 6-12 will be allowed to continue enrollment within the class size restrictions and meeting all other criteria to be eligible for transfer.  The provision will not apply to students who have been enrolled only during their time in billeting.  Students enrolled on April 1, 2006 may continue to attend RFISD schools as long at they remain continuously enrolled.  The second policy involves the wellness goals in nutrition education.  The statement to be added is “In addition the District establishes the following goal for nutrition education:  Students will receive nutrition education that fosters the adoption and maintenance of healthy eating behaviors.”  In policy FFG to be deleted is “RAFB Family Advocacy Office as an entity where a child abuse or neglect may be reported.  Changes to Policy CH would be “The District will obtain criminal history record information that relates to a person employed by an organization contracting with the district when that employee requires an extended vehicle pass to enter the installation.”  The final policy changes being submitted to TASB for review is Policy DC.  The change is “The District will request criminal history information annually on district employees and volunteers.”
Playground Equipment Accepted
The RFISD has accepted a playground unit with an original cost estimated at $40,000 from Randolph Air Force Base.  The equipment will be used at Randolph Elementary School.  The district will remove the 
unit and relocate it to the elementary school at a cost estimated to be less than $5,000.

Teacher Contracts Approved

The Board unanimously approved one and two year contract extensions for teachers recommended by their principals.
Insurance Contract Okayed
A two-year contract for property, liability, automobile and crime coverage insurance has been awarded by Trustees to PCAT (Property Casualty Alliance of Texas) at an estimated cost of $81,763.  PCAT has held the contract for the past three years with no cost increase.  The new pact will not raise rates for 2006-7 and involved a potential maximum increase of 10% or the second year.
Construction Contract Change Orders Authorized
Change orders totaling $35,109.33 for three district building contracts were authorized by the Board.  The projects are the Fine Arts building project, $8,728; Secondary School Electrical Rebuild, $1,297, and the Elementary School Renovation, $25,084.33.  
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
