
Districtwide Improvement Committee Minutes 

May 13, 2008 

 

Rita Polen reviewed the District Effectiveness Survey results with the committee. The 
committee noted that a small number of members had participated in the survey. Ten 
DWIC members out of 23 responded to the survey. The committee will look for 
alternative means of having teachers surveyed to promote more participation.  

Donna Colglazier, Christy White and Rita Polen presented the draft of the analysis of 
the District Effectiveness Results with the committee. The makeup of the DWIC will be 
clarified at the beginning and at the end of each year to help members remember who 
and how many serve on the committee.  

The Districtwide Improvement Committee reviewed the Drug-Free and Violence 
Prevention Report for 2007-2008 and discussed the program. Michele Heathman and 
Donna Boehm shared information on the specifics of the program on their campuses 
and noted how they worked with teachers and students on being drug-free and 
violence –free. Rita Polen asked the committee members, parents and students at the 
meeting for recommendations on ways to improve our program.  

Rita Polen reviewed the Title IV Drug-Free and Violence-Free Schools program with 
DWIC. Again the district is a member of the Region 20 cooperative and through that 
cooperative teachers and administrators can attend training at Region 20. The service 
center completes the application for this program and also supports us throughout the 
year.  

The committee reviewed the tentative schedule for the Calendar for Completion of the 
Campus Improvement Process next year. Adjustments will be made as needed during 
the 2008-2009 school year.
